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SUMMARY OF INSURANCE ARRANGMENTS

The purpose of this document is to set out a summary of the primary insurance arrangements to clubs and members. All insurance arrangements are carried out through British Cycling. Please note that this is a summary of the various insurance arrangements and more detailed information can be obtained from BC Membership Services if required.

THIRD PARTY LIABILITY INSURANCE FOR CLUBS & TEAMS

All Clubs, Teams and Associations are automatically covered for Public Liability Insurance, with an indemnity limit of £5,000,000 upon payment of the Club Affiliation Fee to the Scottish Cyclists Union.   This is done by the SCU paying a Club Third Party Insurance premium to British Cycling.  The insurance defined below will be in force, with effect from 1 October 2003 to 31st December 2004, as follows :

Public Liability :

Insurer : MITSUI  SUMITOMO INSURANCE
Scope of Cover :
The policy indemnifies the club / team in respect of its legal liability for accidental loss or damage to Third Party Property or accidental bodily injury or death to Third Party Persons. 
Limit of Indemnity :

£5,000,000 any one incident

Subject to the normal terms and conditions of the Insurer’s standard Public Liability Insurance Policy, it indemnifies:

1.
The Club against claims brought by non-members and invitees;

2.
Officials of the Club, who act on the Club’s specific instructions during their term of office, against claims, as follows :

(a) Actions brought by non-members who have been invited (prior to possible membership) to take part in the Club’s activities, for example, Club runs, social activities etc., for injuries sustained and damage to Third Party Property, sustained during participation.

(b) Actions brought against the Club or its elected officials who have carried out the Club’s instructions, including the hire, rent or loan of premises at the instructions of the Club Committee.  Such instructions should in all cases comply with the decision given by the Club Committee.

3.  Individuals who have been invited to participate in Club activities as invitees and are not already covered by any     other Insurance.

The following exclusion clauses apply :

i)
Events - (Road Races, Circuit Races, Time Trials, Track Meetings, Mountain Bike, BMX, Cycle Speedway and Cyclo Cross events).  Events are covered by the ‘Event‘ Public Liability Insurance premium paid, where applicable, with the permit fee as required by the Rules of Racing if the events are being promoted under the respective Federation Rules.  An Event Registration form must be completed and returned to BC Headquarters for all events.

ii)
C.T.T Time Trials - These Events are covered by the Insurance provided by Cycling Time Trials (formerly known as the Road Time Trials Council).

iii)
Individual Club Members (as opposed to Club Officials) - Claims are not acceptable against Club Members unless they themselves are full members of the Federation.

Club confined time trials - Scottish Cycling have negotiated an extension to the general policy outlined above to cover what is generally termed ‘club confined time trials’. This is an additional benefit for clubs who use these as training activities. Standard cover for such activities is restricted to a maximum of 25 miles and a maximum of 25 riders. All riders must be members of the club or invitees (prior to possible membership). Cover for such activities which will exceed 25 riders can be obtained by paying an additional premium for each days activity. To obtain this cover, please contact the Scottish Cycling office on 0131 652 0187. Please note that this cover is provided as a benefit to clubs and therefore ‘club members’ shall be defined as those who hold their SC/BC Membership in the name of the club and those members of the club who are not affiliated to any other club. 

EVENT INSURANCE

For the protection of members and all those involved in the management of registered and insured events, Scottish Cycling / British Cycling provides through its public liability insurance policy, an indemnity, limited to £5million, for legal liabilities arising from claims that involve either accidental bodily injury, death or accidental property damage to a third party.  The cover indemnifies the club, the promoter, other officers of the club, event officials and the owning authority of any circuit that may have been hired.
All events promoted under the auspices of Scottish Cycling / British Cycling are covered upon receipt of a completed Event Registration form and payment of an insurance premium where applicable.  

If, in the unlikely event that a claim is directed at a race official ‘as an individual’, rather than as a representative of an event, then British Cycling also provide to that individual the benefit of ‘Directors & Officers Liability’ insurance which provides indemnity against ‘wrongful acts’ committed by ‘individuals’ acting on behalf of an event held under the auspices of Scottish Cycling / British Cycling.

Note : 



1. ‘wrongful act’ shall mean any actual or alleged breach of trust, breach of duty, neglect, error, misstatement, misleading statement, omission, breach of warranty of authority or other act wrongfully committed or attempted by the Official in the course of performing his duties as an Official.

2. Track Meeting Promoters should note that the standard event liability insurance allows the use of derny or pacing motors.  Motors are limited, however, to a maximum of 125cc and all Motor Pacers must hold a valid and appropriate British Cycling Motor Pacing licence.
NON-COMPETITIVE SOCIAL, CHARITY & RELIABILITY RIDES
Cover can usually be made available for these events by contacting Scottish Cycling on 0131 652 0187 at least a month in advance of the date of the event. Cover can currently be provided at a cost of £40 per 100 riders. An Event Registration Form must be completed and an insurance premium payment made, where applicable, before insurance cover is effective.  Reliability rides restricted to members of one club or invitees are covered under the extension for Clubs shown above.

MEMBERSHIP BENEFITS - Third Party Liability Insurance & Legal Assistance

The members’ Accident Helpline (0161 274 2015) offers legal and insurance assistance to members who have been involved in an accident whilst riding or wheeling their bike and where appropriate will arrange advice and representation from professional personal injury lawyers experienced in handling legal actions on behalf of cyclists.
If you are a Silver or a Gold member, a resident of the UK and believe that the accident was NOT YOUR FAULT our solicitors will assess whether or not there are reasonable prospects of succeeding with a legal action against a third party.   If our appointed solicitors are satisfied that there are reasonable prospects of success a claim can be pursued on your behalf.  

Unfortunately, the British Cycling Accident Helpline and British Cycling’s solicitors will not support a member’s claim :

· against  another competitor in a cycle race or time trial

· against  a race official of a British Cycling sanctioned event.

· against another member

· against a member of one’s immediate family

· involving product liability issues
· where there is a conflict of interest between a member and British Cycling

Members will be indemnified in relation to the cost of legal advice and assistance subject to the above-mentioned exclusions.  Please Note : Bronze members do not carry any legal assistance or insurance benefits.

For Silver and Gold members who find themselves responsible for accidents whilst riding or wheeling their cycle, Third Party (Public) Liability Insurance is provided by British Cycling’s insurers, which will indemnify the member in respect of a successful Third Party claim made against them.

If you are involved in an accident that you believe was your fault or partly your fault, and you are normally a resident in the United Kingdom, you will be covered whilst riding or wheeling your cycle anywhere in the UK and Europe.  The policy has an indemnity limit of £5,000,000 .

It is important to note that the insurance covers your legal liability and legal costs and expenses in the event of negligence only and does not cover deliberate acts.  The main exclusions are : 

· One competitor against another in a cycle race or time trial

· One rider against another where they are taking part in race preparatory training rides or non-competitive cycling events

· Professional cycling or business use

· Any liability directly or indirectly caused to a Member’s immediate family arising from either social or competitive cycling events

· Claims against members who are not resident in Great Britain, Northern Ireland, the Isle of Man, or the Channel Islands

Personal Accident insurance cover is provided for all Gold members aged between 5 and 75 yrs of age.  This is an additional form of insurance cover providing death, permanent disability and hospital benefits.  

· Gold members – are covered for all cycling at any time, including direct travel to and from any venue for the purposes of participating in an event that is organised by/or under the auspices of British Cycling.

· Silver & Bronze members – do not benefit from personal accident insurance.

Benefits :

· Permanent disability - £50,000

· Total and Irrecoverable loss of sight of one or both eyes - £50,000

· Loss of one or both limbs - £50,000

· Total and permanent loss of hearing in both ears or speech - £50,000

· Death - £7,500 (£5,000 for members under 16 & 70 - 75 years old)

· Hospital cash benefit - £25 for each complete 24 hour period up to a maximum £750

Whilst we are unable to provide this additional cover to members aged over 75 years and under 5 years, it is important to remember that the normal liability insurance cover is still provided to ALL Gold and Silver members without age restriction.

COACHES PROFESSIONAL INDEMNITY

Silver and Gold members who hold either a valid British Cycling Coaching qualification and/or a British Cycling approved leadership qualification together with a first aid certificate receive an extended benefit of Professional Indemnity insurance with an indemnity limit of £2,000,000  .    ‘Candidate Activity’ and ‘Candidate Club’ Coaches do not benefit from this insurance cover.

MOTOR VEHICLE INSURANCE FOR NOMINATED ROAD RACE OFFICIALS

Current BC members, who are approved road race event officials can benefit from cover from BC’s vehicle insurance policy for the duration of an event. The Race Organiser must submit a vehicle registration form to BCHQ before the event (e-mail or fax is sufficient).  Where organisers wish to insure more than the standard 6 vehicles we require TWO WORKING days notice so that HQ can approve such cover. 

Cover is only available for BC members, aged 25 or over who are the ‘normal’ insured driver of the vehicle being used.  In order to minimise the administration involved BC will not be issuing receipts and are advising organisers to retain their ‘emails sent’ and/or their fax transmission slips.  Where vehicles need to be changed at short notice organisers will still have to communicate that change to BCHQ and there can be no flexibility on that point.  A fax or an email will be required.  

Other race vehicles such as team cars, foreign team cars, ambulances, marshals travelling to their marshalling point etc will not be covered under this insurance arrangement, as it has been put in place to provide a benefit to race organisers and key officials - to protect those people from claims against their own personal motor vehicle policies.  It is not intended to provide benefits to all people involved in an event.  The insurance is in place to cover damage caused by a Road Traffic Accident. It would not cover, for instance, damage to a car roof caused by a poorly fixed magnetic based CB aerial.
OPTIONAL INSURANCE SERVICES

Bike Insurance - A competitive cycle insurance policy that aims to get you back on your bike as soon as possible after loss or damage.  Just call our cycle insurance brokers on 01582 595595 to discuss your needs.

Travel Insurance - A comprehensive travel insurance policy is available for trips of up to 6 months or alternatively an annual policy.  Cover includes all non-hazardous holiday activities and can be extended to include all forms of cycling, including racing.  Europe assistance and legal expenses cover is included.
